FROM THE SICK BAY 
 

Vitamin B12 is a key nutrient 

that protects the nervous system 

and keeps it working proper-

ly.  It is also needed to make 

new blood cells and DNA. Like 

other vitamins it must be ob-

tained from sources outside the 

body-namely: 
 

¶ foods, including cereals fortified with B12,  meat, 

liver, poultry, eggs, dairy products and milk  

¶ bacteria, soil microbes and yeast   
 

The Nobel Prize for Medicine in 1934 was awarded for 

showing that eating large amounts of liver reversed per-

nicious anemia.  The vitamin itself was not identified 

until 1948. 
 

Vitamin B12 deficiency is being recognized as far more 

common than previously suspected. Some studies sug-

gest that low B12 levels may be contributing factors to 

many chronic diseases such as cancer, heart disease, de-

mentia and osteoporosis.  There is also some controver-

sy about what constitutes a normal B12 blood level. 
 

Recent studies suggest that 15% of people over age 50 

and 30% of people over age 65 have low levels of B12 

which may manifest as anemia, fatigue, mood imbalance 

and memory or balance problems.  
 

 

However, other populations are at risk for B12 deficien-

cy besides the elderly:  vegetarians, people taking acid 

lowering medications, those who have had stomach or 

intestinal surgery, and diabetics taking the drug Metfor-

min. 
 

There is also some debate whether or not B12 should be 

added to flour like Folic Acid, which has almost elimi-

nated Folic Acid deficiency in the U.S. 
 

The average person can maintain a normal B12 level 

with a breakfast cereal fortified with B12 or by taking a 

multivitamin or B complex supplement tablet. Those 

with absorption problems can supplement with a chewa-

ble B12 1000mcg tablet, prescription B12 nasal spray or 

monthly B12 injections. 
 

I am finding more B12 deficiency in both younger and 

older patients than ever before.  Ask your doctor if it 

would be appropriate to check your vitamin B12 blood 

level at your next checkup.

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Skippers’ Table

A special thanks to  Ralph Monticello, Land Protection Manager for 

the Indian River Land Trust, for an informative session about the In-

dian River Lagoon. He  had the audience captivated.  Itôs hard to be-

lieve that eight million dollars added to the Land Trustôs seven million would secure the  remaining open 

property along the entire estuary from Sebastian to Fort Pierce from development.  With the purchase of this 

land they would definitely reach their goal to preserve and protect this waterway for everyoneôs future.   
 

Be sure to reserve Thursday, June 9, for a presentation by Susan Grandpiere,  vice-chair and founding mem-

ber of OVIASC ï the Old Vero Ice Age Sites Committee.   
 

OVIASC was formed to preserve and scientifically excavate the important Old Vero Man site, which is only 

one of two sites in North American where human remains were found along with extinct Ice Age mammals. 

The recent discovery and validation by the University of Florida of a fossilized bone engraved with the image 

of a mammoth or mastodon proved that humans lived in Florida during the Ice Age, a topic that has been dis-

puted for the last century. This work of art is the oldest in the Western Hemisphere.  
 

The presentation will tell about what OVIASC is doing to start this excavation project and what the scientists 

are saying about the fossilized bone and the competing theories about how North America was populated. 
 

Hope to see you in June. Thank you for your participation in these events. 
  

Model of Precision:  Shown below,  

Bancroft  Henderson Jr. of Narragansett, who built 

model ships as  a hobby, works on a miniature of 

the Freisland,  a 1669 Dutch war ship.   

He said he puts 700 to 1000 hours on each model. 

A Special Model Boat 
 

Lesley Henderson and her step-son Skip Henderson are 

standing in front of a model of  the Amphion, an 18th 

century Swedish Royal Yacht that PC Bancroft Buzz 

Henderson, Jr.  built in the 1970ôs in Rhode Island. The 

model has been on display in the Club since the mid 

1980ôs.   
 

Lesley shared that Buzz had always loved building 

scratch built model boats and built eleven of them.  She 

also shared that Mystic Seaport in Connecticut, was in-

terested in having some of his models due to his fine 

craftsmanship.  One of his models is on display at the 

Smithsonian in Washington, D.C. 
 

Buzz had a special room for his tools and his model 

building.  The room had a solid navy blue carpet to 

make it easier to find any minute item that might acci-

dently be dropped.  Lesley was not allowed to vacuum 

that room just in case an essential part was on the floor. 
 

Due to the Shipmatesô New Shipôs Store, the model was 

recently moved from the Burgee Room and now resides 

where it did originally in the main dining room of the 

Club.   Be sure to stop and admire it.                                           

Tidbit:  The Amphion, launched in 1778, was  designed and 

built as a fast vessel for King Gustav III of Sweden.   
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Our Fleet: 
 

As the current Yacht Club dock fleet includes seven Grady-Whites, Our 

Fleet is focusing on the individual who helped make this happen.  He has 

also been a member of our Club since 1977. 
 

Bruce MacIntyre, pictured here with his daughter Amy, owns two 30ô Grady

-Whites:  Yabut, purchased as a project boat, that has required lots of work, 

stays in the Bahamas, and  Nobut  is docked at his home.  He also has a Cape 

Dory Sailing Dingy, an OôDay, and a 1964 Dyer Dink named Finest Kind.  

The Dyer had been used at one point as a safety boat for St. Edwardôs 

School.  When Bruce found the boat it was on the bottom of the lagoon hav-

ing been forgotten during a hurricane.  He ended up trading a 4 HP outboard for the boat. 
 

Bruce said he began sailing at a young age and was and is basically known as a water rat.  He was born in Mar-

blehead. Massachusetts, a location locals allege was the birthplace of the American Navy.    
  
Bruce and his wife Jackie, also born in Marblehead, and who sadly passed away last fall, honeymooned on his 

fatherôs 43ô Alden Schooner.  They traveled along the coast of Maine and had the frightening  experience of an 

alcohol stove fire that fortunately did not cause much damage.  Luckily Jackieôs attitude towards boats did not 

waver and so began their life of cruising. 
 

After experiencing a blizzard as well as black ice up north, they decided to move to Florida. They had previous-

ly purchased a home in Vero Beach that they rented out. When the tenant left earlier than expected, Bruce found 

a realtor and requested that he find Bruce either a renter or a job.  The realtor did the latter and consequently in 

1974 Bruce became the manager of Vero Beach Marina, now Vero Marine Center.  In 1977, working closely 

with the previous owner, Bruce purchased the business. According to Bruce and Amy, this was a time for living 

frugally, working hard, and having fun ï especially on the water.   
 

In 1982, under Bruceôs leadership, Vero Marine Center became a Grady-White dealer.  Bruceôs comments on 

the Grady-White include its being a well built, high end fishing boat that takes to the sea well (though 80% of 

the people who buy the boat donôt fish), a great day trip boat, and a boat that holds its value over time.  The 

company, located in North Carolina, is one that is highly respected in the industry.  
 

In 1988, Bruce and Jackie organized the Vero Beach 

Grady Bunch.  They realized people bought boats but 

didnôt use them.  Thus, having a group of boaters to 

join for various cruises was a good way, especially for 

novices, to become involved in boating activities. In the 

process, Bruce was referred to as Mother Hen.  Accord-

ing to the website, the Vero Beach Grady Bunch is 

Grady-Whiteôs oldest and most well-traveled owner 

group, one that includes many of our Club members.
     

In the mid-1990ôs when the Barber Bridge was built, 

Vero Beach Marina went from having a great location on an extremely busy street, to being on a dead end road.  

However, Bruce and Jackie must have done something right, as none of the other boat related establishments 

that were here in 1972 are still around today.   
 

And that something right was their philosophy of selling a quality boat, one that would bring the owner lots of 

FUN, while continuing to offer support ï support that resulted in many individuals having enjoyed and continu-

ing to enjoy the Indian River Lagoon and beyond.  Way to go Mother Hen.
